O nly through a heroic effort from an army of volunteers  was Arts in Bartlett able to finish the basics of 
an extensive buildout and move into 215 S. Main Street in Town Center by our target date of October 1.

of  lights, doors, sinks, ceiling tiles and other items. Luckily, no walls had to be built or torn down to make 
sure we had the six studio spaces already spoken for. The high ceilings, open concept and curved walls 
make this a unique space.  

 
 A special high-five to Darren Brady, our volun-
teer  general contractor, and Windy Brady who 
worked countless hours alongside him to make 
volunteer assignments and keep the work flow-
ing.  Darren also made our signs at no cost and 
installed them in front and back.  
 
A $10,000 donation from art patron Jeanette 
Edwards and others who donated to the build-
ing fund during the past year provided the seed 
money to take the big leap into the unknown. 
The 12x12x12 Campaign donors will continue 
to fund ongoing needs. (see Building Fund and 
12x12x12 donor list on page 14) Donations 
from Bartlett businesses Home Depot and 
Sherwin Williams ŀƴŘ /ŀǊƻƭ {ǘǊŜŀƳΩǎ [ƻǿŜΩǎ 
helped keep the expenses under control. Dis-
counts  were also given on the costly profes-
sional services from Lifeline Plumbing,  and JDN 
Heating & AC.  Thanks also to the Village of 
Bartlett Building Department and Economic 
Development staff for the encouragement and 
guidance.
